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It is not an instruction under the Contract

If it is not a proper instruction then:

g 1. the Contractor will not be entitled to
payment for complying;
2. the Contractor could be breaching the terms
of the Contract by complying.

3. the Contractor might have to pay damages or
reinstate the Works at his own cost
