
For EACH AND EVERY DELAY the Contractor must give a 
WRITTEN NOTICE to the Employer (Clause 2.24.1)

The notice must contain, for 
each and every delay, the 
“material circumstances” 
including the CAUSE OR 
CAUSES of that delay 
(Clause 2.24.1) and also 
whether the Contractor 
considers the reason for 
delay to be a RELEVANT 
EVENT under Clause 2.26
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WHAT MUST 
THE NOTICE 
CONTAIN?

The Contractor should use its “best 
endeavours” to prevent delay 

(Clause 2.25.6.1)

THE CONTRACTOR'S WORKS ARE 
DELAYED or it becomes reasonably 

apparent that the Works are LIKELY TO 
BE DELAYED

This does NOT mean that the 
Contractor has to incur unreasonable 
expenses in accelerating the Works! 
If the Contractor does suffer loss, this 
might be able to be claimed as loss 
and expense under Clause 4.19If the Contractor does not give 

a notice when required, and 
as a result the Employer 
cannot take action to prevent 
or lessen delays, then the 
Contractor may not be 
entitled to a full extension of 
time or extended 
preliminaries, or the 
Contractor could be liable 
for the delays caused by its 
failure to notify the  Employer

It is then up to the Employer to assess whether the delay was 
caused by a Relevant Event and whether an extension of 
time is due. In accordance with Clause 2.25.2, the Employer 
must carry out and notify its assessment as soon as 
practicable and in any event within 8 WEEKS  of receipt of 
the additional information required by Clause 2.24.2

The Contractor should receive notification of the 
Employer's decision within the above time-frame, 
whether or not the Employer has decided to provide 
an extension of time to the Contractor

At the same time as serving the 
notice, or as soon as possible 
afterwards, the Contractor must 
also give “particulars of its 
expected effects” including:

● what the EFFECT OF THE 
DELAY is

● an ESTIMATE OF  DELAY 
to completion

This is necessary to comply with 
Clause 2.24.2.
The Employer can 
REASONABLY REQUIRE 
provision of further information 
at any time (Clause 2.24.4) so it 
is better to ensure your notice 
contains as much detail as 
possible from the outset
